A NEW MASIJID FOR INDIANAPOLIS

Eight years ago a group of
Muslims saw the necessity
for establishing a second
Masjid in Indianapolis. With
the existing Masjid located
on the Westside, they de-
cided to locate on the East-
side of the city. Acquiring a
not-for-profit charter under
the name Masjid Al Mumi-
neen we located in a rented
office suite. After two years
this facility became to small
for the jammat and the need
for this effort was verified.

In May of 2003 we obtained
a non-interest contract to
purchase a 7,000 sq ft build-
ing at 4088 Millersville Road
to be our permanent loca-
tion. This is where we estab-

lished five regular prayers a
day, congregational prayers
on Jummah, Islamic study
classes for children and
adults, and community
event programs.

In the last six years there
have been some eight masa-
jid to be started in Indian-
apolis, Some offering 24hr,
7days a week access. Alham-
dullah for the growth of Is-
lam in our city. To date
$115,000.00 has been raised
toward our purchase, with a

balance owing of $57,000.00.

This balance is due on June

1, 2009 thus providing a per-
manent location for Muslims
in the Eastside inner-city of

Indianapolis.

Our fundraising efforts have
intensified to make this a
reality.
